Don’t Take a Break From Safety! 
 
Don’t forget to follow these steps to help ensure your 
summer adventures in and around the water are safe and 
fun for the whole family. 
 
Supervision – 
Never (not even for a moment) leave children unattended 
in and around the water.  It only takes a second before a 
child or adult can slip under the water and start to drown.  
 

• Flotation such as P.F.D.’s will not always float you 
or a child’s head out of the water and even the best 
flotation device can fail.  Never us flotation in place 
of constant adult supervision 

• Always assign an adult to watch any children while 
in and around the water.  Never assume someone 
else is watching them. Know who is watching them. 

 
Be prepared – 
 Accidents will and can happen, make sure you are 
prepared! 
 

• Have a plan in place.  Learn First-Aid and CPR.  

• Learn how to swim. One of the best ways to 
prevent drowning is to teach kids at a young age 
how to swim and be safe in and around the water.  
Remember it is never too late to learn how to 
swim.
